Information sheet No. 13-04 reports and
benchmarks the occupational exposure
received at each of the pressurized water
reactors in the US in 2013. Each PWR unit
is benchmarked according to collective
effective dose equivalent during normal
operations and outage dose and duration,
when applicable.

The following values represent those

reported by INPO multiplied by a weighting

NRC. By this criteria, each reactor is
organized into quartiles in the first three
figures of the report. The final table
summarizes the total dose for each site.

Of the sixty-five operating PWR’s, thirty-
four had scheduled refueling outages in
2013. This includes Waterford 3, who
extended a 2012 outage into the month of
January. Of these refueling outages, the

average effective dose equivalent was 62
